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SCHOLARSHIP NEWS

March is a busy month for the Scholarship Committee! We will compile and evaluate our present
scholars’ reapplications, start to celebrate upcoming plans with graduating scholars and interface
with our charity beneficiary organizations to scout scholars for upcoming scholarships. By the end of
the month we shall have all of our recommendations submitted to the Finance committee for
approval.

This school year we have ten wonderful scholars in colleges and universities throughout Georgia. Two
of our scholars will be graduating in May. One of those graduating scholars will be pursuing a
doctoral program! [t is the Scholarship Committee’s hope to be able to continue to provide
scholarships to our current scholars and award new scholarships for the open slots for a total of ten
scholarships again next year.

These ten scholars receive a $2,000 scholarship from the Circle each year they are in college. In
addition to the scholarship this past year we were able to award and deposit $250 in each scholar’s
bookstore account to help them purchase their textbooks. Our scholars were extremely
appreciative. Most of them work part time jobs to make ends meet. Textbooks are very expensive
and financial aid usually doesn’t cover them. If possible, we would like to increase the textbook
allowance awarded to our scholarship recipients to $500.

Below are some comments we have received in correspondence this last month from our present
scholars:

“This scholarship has provided me with relief. That's a small word, but it's the best word | can think of.
For most of my college career | have worked two part-time jobs. Yet knowing that | am working
toward paying bills every month and facing smaller loan payments to pay back fills me with relief for
the future and extireme gratitude for now. This doesn’'t mean that | don’t face struggles or real
defeat, but | have less to worry about all because of a group of ladies who car.”

“The Circle has been a huge support both financially and mentally. Toni, my mentor has been a joy
to have in my life. Her spirit and independence are a model of which | am grateful to have.”

The Circle for Children is filled with some of the best and brightest people in my life. This scholarship
has literally enabled me to seek higher education and be the first to do so among my brothers and
sisters. | have had to piece together my tuition and room and board costs with several scholarship
and grant sources. Without this scholarship | would not have been able to meet my full expenses.
